False Information – Penalty: 600 Penalty units or imprisonment for 5 years
A person must not make a statement knowing that it is false or misleading in a material particular in any information provided orally or in writing in relation to voter enrolment or in any declaration or application in relation to an election under this Act or the regulations. [section 293, Local Government Act 2020]



NOTE: Scrutineers must present their completed appointment form to the election officer in charge prior to the commencement of 
the activity (e.g. count). Election Managers will advise candidates of the proposed time for the activity to commence.
*A person cannot be appointed as a scrutineer if he or she is -

(a) 
a councillor of the above-named Council;

(b) 
a candidate in the election or in any other election for the above named Council, conducted simultaneously with that election; or

(c) 
a person appointed by the VEC in the conduct of the election.
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
